Regular Meeting

October 11, 2010

CALL TO ORDER

The regular meeting of the Board of Education of Barber County North Unified School District #254 was called to order in the Central Office at 7:30 p.m.  Board members present were Bud Moore, Bill Hrencher, Micha Werner and Ryan Bedwell.  Mike Rogers arrived at 7:54 p.m.  Mark Crick and Allen Dick were absent from this meeting.

Others present at the meeting were Jerry Cullen, Terri Myers, Mike Hubka, Mark Buck, Connie White, Erin Jones and Jacque Traffas.

APPROVAL OF AGENDA

Ryan Bedwell moved and Bill Hrencher seconded to approve the agenda as printed.  Motion carried 4 yes.
EXECUTIVE SESSION FOR PERSONNEL AND STUDENTS

Ryan Bedwell moved and Micha Werner seconded that the Board go into executive session at 7:30 p.m., for 10 minutes, for discussion of personnel matters relating to non-elected personnel and matters relating to actions adversely or favorably affecting a person as a student and invite Jerry Cullen to attend.  The executive session is required to protect the privacy interests of an identifiable individual and to protect the privacy rights of a student who is identifiable.  Motion carried 4 yes.  
Bill Hrencher moved and Micha Werner seconded that the Board extend the executive session for 5 minutes and invite Jerry Cullen to attend.  Motion carried 4 yes.  

The Board returned to the open meeting at 7:45 p.m.

APPROVAL OF MINUTES

Bill Hrencher moved and Micha Werner seconded to approve the September 13, 2010 Board minutes.  Motion carried 4 yes.

APPROVAL OF BILLS

Ryan Bedwell moved and Bill Hrencher seconded to approve the payment of budget checks #78886 to #79015.  Motion carried 4 yes.
TREASURER’S REPORT

Bill Hrencher moved and Ryan Bedwell seconded to approve the September Treasurer’s Report.  Motion carried 5 yes.

PRINCIPAL REPORTS

Both principals reviewed their building reports that had been presented to the Board prior to the meeting.  Mr. Hubka shared the idea of implementing a MASH program for high school students, beginning with the 2nd nine weeks.  He also reported that the Heritage Center has offered to allow the play to be performed in their facility.  Mr. Buck added that things are going well at the grade school.

Junior/Senior High Report – Mike Hubka – No requests were presented.
Elementary Report – Mark Buck – No requests were presented.
SUPERINTENDENT REPORT
Sixth Grade Teacher for 2011-12 School Year – Mr. Cullen informed the Board, that because of the projected number of sixth grade students for next school year, we will need an additional teacher.

Donation of Overhead Projector to Library – Mr. Cullen reported that one of the old overhead 
projectors had been donated to the library.
Budget Projections – Mr. Cullen presented and reviewed his budget projections for the next school year.
School Finance CD – Mr. Cullen had given each Board member a CD on school finance and budget projections from KASB.
Chamber Membership – Mr. Cullen informed the Board that he renewed the membership with the Medicine Lodge Chamber of Commerce and that the dues were $73.69.
OLD BUSINESS
Board President and Leadership Training – Mr. Cullen shared that he found the report to be very informative and some of the high notes is the teamwork and collective effort the Board has made in addressing the district’s financial issues.  He also asked the Board to consider using a consent agenda.  After reviewing the report, Bud Moore stated that he felt the workshop was very informative and would consider it a must for a new Board President and a good idea for any Board member.

Acceptance of Grant from South Central Community Foundation – Micha Werner moved and Ryan Bedwell seconded to accept a grant from the South Central Community Foundation in the amount of $980.00 to be used for the ACT Workshop.  Motion carried 5 yes.
Approval on Waiver of Fees – Bill Hrencher moved and Micha Werner seconded to approve the presented free textbook requests.  Motion carried 5 yes.
NSBA Membership – Bill Hrencher moved and Mike Rogers seconded to enroll in the NSBA National Affiliate program and pay the annual fee of $1053.00.  Motion carried 5 yes.
Approval of Enrichment Teacher and ELL – Mr. Cullen would like to have Elizabeth Glomb work with students to prepare them for the Kansas Assessment Test, for up to four hours a day at $22.65/hr., and have Patricia Cargill work with an ELL student for four hours a day at $22.65/hr.  The Special Ed Coop will reimburse us for half of Patricia Cargill’s salary expenses and Elizabeth Glomb will cover her current “At Risk Aide” responsibilities.  The Board had no objections.
