August 8, 2011

CALL TO ORDER

The regular meeting of the Board of Education of Barber County North Unified School District #254 was called to order in the Central Office at 7:30 p.m.  Board members present were Bud Moore, Mike Rogers, Shannon Thomas, Allen Dick, Ryan Bedwell, Micha Werner and Rory Traffas.

Others present at the meeting were Jerry Cullen, Terri Myers, Darryl Honas, Mark Buck, Erin Jones, Jacque Traffas, Cheryl Theis, Dewayne Wolgast, Michael Stull and Brent Adams.

USD 254 BUDGET HEARING FOR 2011-12 SCHOOL YEAR


Mr. Cullen presented and reviewed information regarding the district’s 2011/2012 budget.

APPROVAL OF AGENDA

Mike Rogers moved and Allen Dick seconded to approve the agenda with the addition of Fencing for Heat/Air Units after Thank You from Relay for Life in the Superintendent Report.  Motion carried 7 yes.

CONSENT AGENDA

Ryan Bedwell moved and Micha Werner seconded to approve the consent agenda, which included the following items:

COMMENTS FROM PATRONS


There were no comments from patrons.

SUPERINTENDENT REPORT

Construction Class Storage Building – Mike Stull – Mr. Stull, Mr. Wolgast and Brent Adams, with Home Lumber, were at the meeting to discuss the construction class storage building.  An estimate of the costs, along with a blue print of the building, had been presented to the Board prior to the meeting.  Mr. Stull and Mr. Wolgast would like to have the concrete poured prior to school starting, so that the project could be completed within the school year.  After a lengthy discussion, Ryan Bedwell moved and Mike Rogers seconded to approve the project, with the students being involved in the first step, and nothing being done until the 1st day of school.  Motion carried 7 yes.

Summer Projects – Mr. Cullen gave an update on the summer projects.  

Summer School – High School – Mr. Cullen informed the Board that six of the eight students, who attended summer school, had completed their work and will be on track to graduate.  Graduation, for the other two, could be in jeopardy. 


Food Service – Mr. Cullen reported that, in lieu of ala carte, the cooks will offer a salad bar two
times a week, chef salad sign-up one day a week, and sandwiches the remaining two days.

Rubber Pellets for Elementary Playground – Mr. Cullen reported that he had found a company in New Jersey that had recycled rubber mulch that could be purchased to replace the gravel on the grade school playground.  This would cost a minimum of $10,000.00, which would be for black recycled rubber and be four inches deep.  If we wanted colored recycled rubber, it would cost $16,000.00.  He also shared the costs of getting the recycled rubber six inches deep.  Mike Rogers moved and Ryan Bedwell seconded to approve the purchase of black recycled rubber mulch for the area that Mr. Buck feels necessary.  It will be four inches deep and Mr. Cullen will check on the warranty before ordering.  Motion carried 7 yes.  The Board also agreed to let the North Barber County Recreation Commission have the amount of old gravel they need.

Thank You from Relay for Life –Mr. Cullen had received a thank you note from the Relay for Life committee for allowing them to use district facilities for their event.
Fencing for Heat/Air Units – Mr. Cullen shared that he had received bids for the installation of fencing around the heat/air units at the grade school and selected a bid of $3,200.00.


Printer for Superintendent – Mr. Cullen informed the Board that he purchased a new printer for
his office and it cost $149.99.

OLD BUSINESS

Elementary and JH/HS Handbooks – Mr. Cullen presented the 2011/2012 handbooks.  There was discussion regarding the current policy on determining the Valedictorian and Salutatorian.  Cheryl Theis, JH/HS Counselor, shared information on the Kansas Board of Regents Qualified Admissions Curriculum and Kansas Scholars Curriculum, along with a Kansas Scholars Curriculum Verification Roster.  She also presented information on Mathematics Placement Scores.  The Board directed Mr. Honas and Mrs. Theis to develop a new policy on determining the Valedictorian and Salutatorian and present it to the Board next month.  Mr. Honas shared the revisions he had made to the handbook electronic policy.
Superintendent Replacement – The Board agreed to move this item to after the Executive Session in New Business.

NEW BUSINESS

Concrete Work at Elementary – Mr. Cullen requested approval to have some work done at the grade school.  This included installing a curb and drainage area on the east end of the parking lot south of the building, removing A/C pads, disposing of old concrete and landscaping.  He had received a bid of $3,975.00 from Rutan Construction, but is still waiting for another one.  The Board had no objections to this project.

The Board took a break from 9:20 p.m. to 9:25 p.m.

Executive Session for Non-Elected Personnel – Micha Werner moved and Shannon Thomas seconded that the Board go into executive session at 9:25 p.m., for 25 minutes, for discussion of matters relating to non-elected personnel and invite Jerry Cullen to attend.  The executive session is required to protect the privacy interests of an identifiable individual.  Motion carried 7 yes.

Mike Rogers moved and Ryan Bedwell seconded to extend the executive session for 10 minutes and invite Jerry Cullen and Mark Buck to attend.  Motion carried 7 yes.

Rory Traffas moved and Shannon Thomas seconded to extend the executive session for 10 minutes and invite Jerry Cullen and Mark Buck to attend.  Motion carried 7 yes.

The Board returned to the open meeting at 10:10 p.m.

Superintendent Replacement – There was no discussion on this item.

Approval of Budget for the 2011-12 School Year – Allen Dick moved and Mike Rogers seconded to approve the 2011/2012 budget as published.  Motion carried 7 yes.

Approval of Bus Driver’s Contract – Ryan Bedwell moved and Rory Traffas seconded to offer a contract to James Bowen as Bus Driver.  Motion carried 7 yes.

Classified Pay Adjustment – Mike Rogers moved and Micha Werner seconded to pay Brenda Moody Head Custodian wages and increase the Substitute Cook hourly wage to $8.15, both effective July 1, 2011.   Motion carried 7 yes.
