APPROVAL OF AGENDA

Ryan Bedwell moved and Shannon Thomas seconded to approve the agenda with the addition of Wellness Center Contract to the Superintendent Report and with the movement of Superintendent Replacement, in Old Business, to after Textbook Request in New Business.  Motion carried 7 yes.

PRINCIPAL REPORT

Both of the principals reviewed their building report that had been presented to the Board prior to the meeting.  

Medicine Lodge JH/HS – Darryl Honas – Mr. Honas’s report included the pros and cons of drug 
testing, a recommendation for determining the Valedictorian and Salutatorian, information on 
additional lighting at the JH/HS, and a request regarding the concrete pad that JH students will use 
for a basketball court and 4 square.   He also requested that the Board allow 6th graders to 
participate in JH basketball.   

Medicine Lodge Elementary – Mark Buck – Mr. Buck’s report included information on the 
service dogs that are being used for two students in the grade school. 
SUPERINTENDENT REPORT


Compressor Bids – Mr. Cullen reported that no bids had been received on the compressors.

Computer Cart at JH – Mr. Cullen informed the Board that twenty-two I-Pads had been 
purchased for the 
JH/HS and cost $9,718.00.  Sixteen were installed on a cart for the JH to use and 
the other six will be used in the HS science lab.

Promethean Boards – Mr. Cullen reported that three promethean boards had been 
purchased for $6,075.00 and that $3,075.00 of the cost was paid for out of the Gifts and Grant 
Fund.  

Cooperative Agreement in Softball – Mr. Cullen informed the Board that an agreement had been 
received from South Barber that would allow their students to participate in our softball program 
and it says that they would not be responsible for any of the costs.  They currently have one 
student that wants to participate.  After much discussion, the Board had no objections to entering 
an agreement but requested that there be a mutual agreement to change it, if more than three of 
their students participate.

Standard of Excellence – Mr. Cullen was happy to report on the success of our schools making 
the Standard of Excellence in so many areas.  He also reported on the improvement in the JH/HS 
math scores.  
Water Sprinklers for Football Field – Mike Rogers moved and Micha Werner seconded to approve the purchase of two water sprinklers for the football field and not trade in the old ones.  They will be purchased from Froese Irrigation and cost $13,680.00.  Motion carried 7 yes.  
Donkey Basketball – Mr. Cullen informed the Board that the Stuco and FFA would like to sponsor a donkey basketball game and have it at the middle school gym.  The Board requested that Mr. Cullen check into having it at the gymnasium in Sharon.
Wellness Center Contract – Mr. Cullen reported that he may have to renegotiate the contract with the Wellness Center if the utilities keep running as high as they have been.

Student Drug Testing – Activities – Mr. Cullen shared information on why he does not feel we should implement student drug testing at this time.
